Objectives

The Web Design & Technology Career Oriented and Skill Development Course is designed to provide students with the fundamental knowledge and skill for a professional career in the up growing field of Website Designing. The program has been designed to acquaint the students with the current industrial website development needs with the advanced technologies and the opportunities that ay ahead in the corporate field after developing their creative and technical expertise over the subject.
The main objectives of the course are:

Eligibility

The regular student in UG or PG programme can pursue Web Design & Technology add-on course simultaneously. The certificate holder shall be eligible for admission to the Diploma and the Diploma holder shall be eligible for admission to the advanced Diploma course. Candidates who have passed 10+2 examination from a recognized board shall be considered eligible for admission to the Certificate Course.

Teaching Schedule 

The classes shall be conducted in the morning/evening hours. Apart from the regular faculty, senior professionals from the Industry shall be invited to offer guidance on the contemporary and technical aspects of the subjects under study.

Each credit will have 15 hours of work load, out of which 10 credits shall be assigned to field/subject work training. The proof of this shall be submitted during final examination in the form of work experience certificate/project duly singed by the concerned authority.

Pedagogical Strategies  

Apart from class room lectures, activities and assignments, students shall be given opportunities to present and participate in seminars and symposia.

Annual Scheme of Examination   

1. The number of papers and the minimum passing and maximum marks for each paper shall be shown in the syllabus. Each theory paper will be of three hours duration and the duration of practical examination shall be as prescribed in the syllabus.
2. There shall be 3 sections in the question paper. Section 1 shall consist of objective type questions, Section 2 consist of definitions/short answers type questions and section 3 shall consist of long essay type questions.
3. Result categorization: First with credit– 75% and above, First division 60% or above but less than 70% and II division 48% or above but not less than 60% and 40% or above but less than 48% in aggregate.
4. To pass the examination, a candidate is required to obtain at least 40% marks individually in continuous assessment and annual examination in each paper (theory and Practical separately as prescribed in the syllabus).
5. Candidate needs to clear all papers in order to be eligible for promotion to the next level of courses. A candidate securing less than 40% marks in maximum of one paper shall be permitted to take the exam in that paper only in the immediately successive academic year only otherwise she will be required to repeat whole exam. 
6. Internal assessment will constitute 30% marks of the maximum marks for each paper (theory and practical separately) based on internal examination and regularity in attendance. External examination shall be conducted for remaining 70% marks at the end of the year.
7. The student should pass separately in both internal and external assessment.
8. A candidate passing the Certificate course shall only be admitted to the Diploma course.
9. A candidate passing the Diploma course shall only be admitted to the Advanced Diploma course.
10. The certificate/Diploma/Advanced Diploma shall be awarded by the College.
