The syllabus is divided into two equal semesters of 5 units each. This paper is compulsory for all the students. 

EVALUATION SCHEME
There are three Foundation Papers:

· VIT 200  Information Technology (BVA Sem II)

· FCA 300 Computer Applications (Sem III)

· FIT 400 Information Technology (Sem IV)

 Second paper is a Theory paper & First & third paper are Practical papers. Minimum passing marks are 36% in both theory & practical. 

In each semester the performance of the student shall be assessed through internal and external evaluations, in both theory & practical individually; the weightage of which shall be as follows:

(i) Internal Evaluation –                          30%

(ii) Semester-end external evaluation –   70%

 I. Internal Evaluation for Theory Exam                         

 The internal evaluation for 30% marks shall be based on Continuous assessment through Written tests/Oral tests/Home assignment, attendance etc. There will be an online test for the students which will comprise of MCQs, True/False & Fill in the blanks type questions.
The distribution of internal marks may be kept as follows:
· Test I (15 marks)

· Home assignment (5 marks)

· Attendance (5 marks)

· Class Interaction(5 marks)

II. External Evaluation For Theory Exam 

The Semester-end question paper will carry 70% weightage. For Theory exam, the question paper shall consist of three sections. There will be an online test for the students which will comprise of MCQs, True/False & Fill in the blanks type questions.
· 40 MCQs, 
· 15 True/False type questions
· 15 Fill in the Blanks.
III.  Internal Evaluation for Practical Exam                         

 The internal evaluation for 30% marks shall be based on Continuous assessment through Written tests/Oral tests/Home assignment, attendance etc. There will be an online test for the students which will comprise of MCQs, True/False & Fill in the blanks type questions.
